HOW THEY WORK!

Are you interested in learning about weed control on your property? 

Do you have neighbors who would be willing to control the noxious weeds on their property?

Would you be interested in some financial help through a weed trust fund grant?

If you answered yes to any of these questions then Ravalli County Weed District has some options for you and your neighbors!

1. The state of Montana has a Weed Grant Trust Fund where you as a landowner and the Ravalli County Weed District can apply for assistance for financial help. 

2. If the grant is approved, each Grant is a maximum of 50/50 cost share for supplies, materials and contracted services.

3. Grant application Deadlines for all of the grant paper work must be completed by November 5th- of each year.  All grant paper work must be completed and submitted to Department of Ag by November. If approved, work can start in the spring the following year. 

4. The Ravalli County Weed District will do the actual grant write up with your assistance.
5. You as a landowner must be willing to map your property with the assistance of the weed district; you will also need to perform some of the treatments yourself, like hand-pulling weeds or planting grass.

6. The grant will require at least 1 project leader/contact person, this person will responsible for contacting other area landowners, holding landowner meetings, signing grant papers, and making copies. 
7. The project leader/contact person and as many other landowners within the grant will have to attend the grant hearings in March, these hearings are usually out of town Helena, Great Falls etc. The grant hearings are a panel of 18 folks who decide if your grant will be approved. You will need to present a 10-minute presentation and allow them to ask questions for 5 minutes, the weed district will be there for support for you and your grant.

8. If the grant is approved work can start around the middle of May.

9. In the spring there is a Weed ID, Calibration clinic, and potluck, all landowners involved must attend this great information meeting. 
10.  If the grant is approved, and you do the work your self or have the work done you will need to provide the Weed District with the receipts for re-imbursement. Reimbursement may take up to 12 weeks.
11. The Ravalli County Weed District will provide you with a list of commercial applicators for our area.

Points to remember

The work you and Ravalli County weed district does on these grant is for your benefit. We are able to help you with the very important part of taking care of your property and investment, financially and educationally. Noxious weeds pose an enormous threat to our economy and environment. Weeds decrease the economic value of land and crops, decrease forage for live stock and wildlife, displace native plants species, lower plant diversity, increase soil erosion and sedimentation, and affect recreational value. With the damage weeds do to our environment, it affects everyone!
